· Email to a friend
· You will write two e-mail messages on a piece of notebook paper. First, write a message from a friend or family member to you asking questions about the book. Then, write a message back answering the questions and persuading the friend or family member to read the book.
· You must include information and details from the book in your response.  You must write in complete sentences. Each email should be at least two paragraphs long.
