• SNAP is a federally funded program that helps low-
income families buy nutritious food from local food 
stores 

• SNAP assistance is available to qualifying families, 
elderly people, and single adults 

• Applicants must reside in Texas, and must apply in 
the county in which they reside 

• Your eligibility for benefits will depend on your 
situation on the following criteria: residence, 
citizenship, employment, resources, income, Social 
Security Number 
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
