UPLIFT WILLIAMS UNIFORM POLICY - HIGHLIGHTS

e Clear Backpacks only

e Hair — Any hair style that takes away from the learning environment may be deemed inappropriate by the Dean of
Students and School Director. Hair must be neatly styled away from the face, clean, and of a naturally occurring hair
color (no stripes or dramatic highlights). Hair may not have lines or designs shaven in it. Hair styles not authorized
include mohawks, faux hawks, and fanhawk. Boys must be clean shaven with the exception of a neatly groomed
mustache. Students who violate these rules may be sent home and disciplinary action taken.

e Jewelry - Jewelry may be worn in moderation. Students may wear one necklace (no chokers or collared), one
bracelet or cloth wristband per wrist, a watch, and one pair of stud earrings or hoops no bigger than a quarter.



Student necklaces must be worn underneath the school uniform and not visible. Students may wear one ring per hand.
Facial piercing jewelry is also not permitted including fongue piercings.

e Make-up - Make-up may be worn in natural colors, which may include light foundation, blush and mascara. Lip color
must be clear or a color that matches the student’s natural lip color. Any excessive makeup (including faux eyelashes)
Nail polish — Nail polish may be worn in a neutral/conservative color (i.e. clear, tan, light pink, dark pink, dark red)
Jackets — Can be solid navy (or dark) blue, black, or dark grey in color. No large logos or designs permitted.

Socks — Socks must be solid black, navy blue or white and go to the calf or knee. No ankle length socks allowed. Girls
are allowed to wear solid navy or white tights. No leggings are allowed.

e Shoes - Shoes must be black shoes or saddle shoes with non-marking white or tan soles. Black athletic shoes with
white/tan soles are permitted. Multicolored, boots or shoes with black soles are not permitted.

e Undershirts — Undershirts worn underneath white uniform shirts must be solid white. Undershirts worn underneath navy
blue uniform shirts may be solid white or solid navy blue. Long-sleeved shirts are allowed, as long as they are solid,
uniform colors. No stripes, patterns, graphics, or other colored shirts are allowed to be worn underneath uniform shirts.

e Accessories — No gloves, hats, scarves, sweaters (other than approved uniform sweaters), sunglasses, blankets or ear
warmers are to be worn in the classroom.

e Inappropriate, offensive, or disruptive clothing items are not allowed under any circumstances. Examples include, but
are not limited to, clothing depicting or promoting drugs, alcohol, violence, prejudice, or obscenities.

e Cabello - Cualquier estilo de pelo que lleva lejos del ambiente de aprendizaje puede ser inadecuado, a juicio del Decano de
Estudiantes y Director de la Escuela .

Tampoco se permite joyeria de perforacion facial
incluyendo perforaciones en la lengua .

Magquillaje - Maquillaje puede ser usado en maquillaje natural moderado, que puede incluir bases luz, colorete y rimel. color
de los labios debe ser fransparente o de un color que coincida con el color natural de los labios del estudiante.

Esmalte de unas -Nail esmalte puede ser usado en un color neutro (es decir, claro, moreno, rosa claro)

Sélo las chaquetas - chaqguetas o jerseys (con la cresta oficial) comprados en el uniforme de la escuela se pueden usar en la
escuela.

Calcetines - Calcetines debe ser sélido negro, azul marino o blanco e ir a la pantorrilla o la rodilla. No hay medias deportivas
estdn permitidos, excepto durante el PE. se les permite a las ninas a llevar marino sélido o medias blancas. No se permiten
mallas.
