Scholars elect to attend Uplift Elevate Preparatory because they are serious about their education. The philosophy underlying the school uniform is 

the creation of purposeful educational atmosphere. Anything that distracts scholars will not be allowed. All decision regarding school dress and 

uniform are at the discretion of the Director.  

The Uniform Dress Code at UEPP is a positive factor which contributes to the school discipline and safety. Furthermore, uniforms foster a spirit of 

teamwork in our school community. We urge UEP parents/guardians to fully support all policies in regard to the school uniform. The purpose of 

Elevate Preparatory School Uniform Dress Code is to establish a safe environment where outsiders are easily recognized and self-control and 

obedience to rules is established.  
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Additional Notes: 

 

• All shirts and outerwear should have the appropriate Uplift Elevate Logo. 

• No Hoodies/colorful jackets allowed at school. Sweater/Cardigans must be entirely navy, grey, or black! Coats should be worn during 

winter months; they will not be permitted in the classroom. 

• Scholars must wear shorts under skirts & jumpers. During colder months girls are permitted to wear black/white leggings under their 

jumpers. 

• Skirts/Jumpers/Skorts/ can be no more than 2 inches above the knee. 

• No denim, lace, or cargo pants. 

• All color shoes are permitted. Athletic shoes permitted. Non-marking dress shoes or flats are permitted 

• No high heels, flip flops, or crocks 

• (Optional) Belt: If a scholar chooses to wear a belt, it must be black 

• Backpacks can be any design, style, color 

• If purchasing from an outside vendor, colors must be an EXACT match   
 
**The last Friday of every month is the campus $2 free dress fundraiser. Scholars can donate $2.00 to Elevates enrichment funds to support scholar events.  

• Skirts and shorts must meet uniform length requirements 

• No flip flop, crocs, or pajama wear 

• No revealing clothing, or inappropriate language or graphics on clothing.  

**House Party Wednesday—Optional: Scholars will be able to wear the shirt color matching their house on Wednesday when there is a house party & navy 

dress pants or jumper for girls. (Those dates and Houses will be determined once school begins.
