All Scholars: 

• All uniform pants MUST be relaxed fit; slim, tight, and stretch pants are not allowed.

• Pants and Jumper must be the light khaki color and not dark brown or dark khaki.

• During colder months, girls are permitted to wear black or white leggings under their jumpers.

• Pants that are too tight or jean material will not be allowed, we will ask you to buy new pants.

• ID w/lanyard

• ID’s will be available after fall photos

• Extra lanyards can be purchased from Infinity for $5 (includes plastic holder) OR any plain

lanyard can be purchased

• No colored contacts (regular prescription contacts are allowed).

• Only prescription glasses.

• For Boys: No visible jewelry on neck or wrists, one ring on each hand.

• For Girls: No watches or bracelets, earrings must be smaller than a dime and on the lower part of

the ear lobe, only one earring per ear. Necklaces must be concealed. One ring on each hand.

• Natural Hair Color Only.

• *NO HOODIES allowed at school.

• *NO COLORFUL JACKETS in the classroom. Coats should be worn during winter months, they

will not be permitted in the classroom.
